
 

Orange County Sanitation District (OC San) is a public agency that provides wastewater collection, treatment, and recycling services for 
approximately 2.6 million people in central and northwest Orange County. OC San operates almost 400 miles of pipes, and two facilities – 
Reclamation Plant No. 1 in Fountain Valley and Treatment Plant No. 2 in Huntington Beach – and treats more than 180 million gallons of 
wastewater each day.

Construction Activity  
As part of the sewer improvement project, OC San will be 
rehabilitating several manholes along Oak Street. To perform 
this work, potholing must first be done to identify the location of 
underground utilities. Once completed, it will be necessary to 
install beams for the shoring to excavate the area around the 
manholes. Traffic control will be utilized to designate the work 
area with flagmen on hand to direct traffic as work is occurring. 
Please exercise caution when traveling in the area and allow 
extra time to reach your destination.
